TEACHING CASE INSTRUCTIONS

1. Select one case demonstrating an interesting clinical entity or anatomic feature. There should be a FIRMLY ESTABLISHED DIAGNOSIS (either from pathology or because of pathognomonic radiologic features). Do not submit a case with unknown pathology. Cases involving yourself or your family are only acceptable with permission from the course director.

2. Only cases with images are acceptable. The images may be on X‑ray films or computer discs (preferably in jpeg format). Use the MINIMUM number of images that tell the story. A PowerPoint image is not acceptable, because the images have insufficient data for submission to MedPix. A good image contains about 100 KB (60 for a single CT or MRI image).

3. You must choose a radiology preceptor at WRAMC, NNMC, MGMC, OR NIH to assist and supervise the preparation of your case. He or she will help you select the appropriate images and will read your completed write-up. THE PRECEPTOR MUST APPROVE AND SIGN YOUR COMPLETED CASE.

4. All written material should be submitted on computer discs following the Requirements for Teaching File Case on the course website. Be sure to include the age and gender of the patient.

5. At the end of the elective, you will have 5 minutes to present the case. Presentations may be made from your own PowerPoint files, or with full‑size hard copy films that we will later digitize for MedPix. Creative presentations are encouraged. The numerical grade from the presentation and the final written product will be 15% of your total Clerkship grade.
